We do not arrange any English language tests for exchange
students, so it is therefore the responsibility of the partner
university to send students who have sufficient knowledge in
English.

Exchange students coming to Arcada should obtain all necessary
insurances (e.g. health, medical expenses, luggage, home
insurance) prior their arrival to Finland. Students from EU countries
should additionally acquire a European Health Insurance Card
before arriving in Finland. It is also recommended to have liability
insurance.
